1. The BIG Three to Consider

· Find a Place on the Internet to Host Your Site
· Select and Register Your Domain Name
· Create Your Web Site
2. Follow the KISS rule - Keep It Simple, Sweetheart
· Start Simple

· Plan Your Pages

· The facts, Ma’m, just the facts. Save the bells and whistles for the professionals.
3. Be Consistent
· Keep Backgrounds Consistent. Use a Template.

· Keep Font Type, Color, and Size Consistent.

· Resist Using Odd Color Contrasts. Make It Easy to Read.

4. Make Sure It Is Easy to Edit

· Someone in YOUR club should be the web master. 
· Update the Site Frequently: Give Them a Reason to Revisit
· Document the Date of the Edits
5. Security

· No Personal Contact Information on the Site
· Use A Generic Email Contact
6. Download Speed

· No Large Files to Slow Downloading
· Resist Using Flashing Banners, Scrolls, Videos, and Music
7. Navigation

· Include Easy to Locate Navigation Buttons on EVERY Page
8. Incorporate GFWC

· Use the GFWC Logo
